Unit 1 Key Terms:
Divisibility Rules – rules I can use to find out multiples of numbers and factors of numbers. For example, to find out if a certain number is a multiple of 3, I add the digits of the number. If the sum is a multiple of 3, then the number is also a multiple of 3. 

Algebraic Expression - a mathematical expression containing a variable.

Example:  
6x – 4 
is an algebraic expression. 

Numerical Coefficient – the number by which a variable is multiplied.

Example:
4y - 3
4 is the numerical coefficient.
Constant Term – the number in an expression or equation that does not change.

Example: 
8a + 2
2 is the constant term.

Variable - a letter chosen to represent a number in an expression. The letter represents a quantity that can vary.

Example:
7b - 5
b is the variable.
Evaluate – substitute a number for a variable in an expression to find the value of the expression.

Example:  
p = 5, 
3p – 1






3(5) – 1






15 – 1






14
Relation – a variable compared to an expression that contains the variable.

Linear Relation – a relation whose points lie on a straight line.
